1)  Using Client Access (Actions - Receive File From Host...), copy the file you created in Lab 5 down to your PC and put it in a temporary directory on your C: drive. 
Note: The file must be in your Seneca-assigned library and this library must be declared as your Current library. When using Client Access, specify the PC File name and location as follows: C:\TEMP\(your file name) 

2) Access the PC directory \TEMP and using the 'right click' mouse button access TEXTPAD to add a record to the file, delete a record from the file and change an existing record in the file. 

3) Create a new library on the iSeries called CLNTACCxxx where ‘xxx’ represents the initials of your name (or anything else that is unique). 

4) Create an empty shell of the file you copied in step # 1, inside the library you just created in step # 3. (Do this bycopying the original file from your Seneca-assigned library to the CLNTACCxxx library. Then run the command CLRPFM to clear the data). 

5)  Using Client Access (Actions - Send File To Host...), copy the modified file from the temporary directory on your C: drive on the PC to the new library on the iSeries that you just created in step # 3. 
     Note: Don't forget to press DETAILS and, 
                                    1) For Create AS/400 Object choose "No, Replace member only" 
                                    2) Remember to enter LIBRARY/FILE(MEMBER). 

6) On the iSeries, using the PDM utility, access the library created in step # 3, verify that the file copied in step # 5 is in the library CLNTACCxxx. Then using Option 12 under 'Work with Objects' then Option 5, display the data in the file and press the PRINT screen. 

7) Access your original Seneca-assigned library where the file originated (Step # 1), using Option 12 under 'Work with Objects' then Option 5 to display the data in the file and press the PRINT screen. 

8) Delete the library created in step # 3. 

Required deliverables: 

a) Print screen of your file from step # 6. 
b) Print screen of your file from step # 7.
